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Introduction

�‡ Taiwan, with total area of  36,000km2, 

is located at subtropical zone with high 

temperatures and rich rainfall.

�‡ The mountainous area with elevation 

higher than 1,000m occupies 32% of 

the island, hills and plateaus of 100m 

to 1 ,000m cover 31% of the island, 

and the rest of the island is plains with 

elevation less than 100m. 

�‡ The average annual precipitation is 

2,500 mm, it reaches 3,000 to 5,000 

mm in the mountainous regions. 

�‡ Most of the precipitation concentrates 

in the summer season (June, July and 

August).
